Careers for Older Women

Taking advantage of positive beliefs
about aging

Common beliefs about aging can work for
you or against you when looking for work
because of the attitudes held by hiring
personnel.  Surveys of human resource
professionals have found that many believe
older workers:
· have a strong work ethic
· are reliable
· are committed to their organizations (do

not change employers often)
This may give mature workers an advantage
when applying for some types of jobs.  

Show employers that you possess the
positive characteristics often associated with
older workers.  For example, if these
statements apply to you, let employers know
that:

· you are a steady, mature worker
· you have learned to manage your time well
· you have demonstrated your ability to

work co-operatively and effectively with a
wide variety of people

· you know lots of people in your
community or have contacts in other
communities

· you see problems in a broad context and
use common sense to solve them

· your confidence is based on a realistic
understanding of your abilities

· you are willing to do seasonal, evening or
weekend work
